The terrace of the Distil bar on the 63rd 
fl oor of the State Tower offers a stunning 
view over river and city. Instead of using 
tables and chairs, guests lie on noncha-
lant leather mattresses on broad benches, 
or stand at the few high tables.

It’s particularly romantic at sunset, but it’s 
diffi cult to fi nd space – later on in the eve-
ning, too.

8     LONG TABLE

This new bar with its pool terrace and re-
staurant fl oats 25 fl oors up high above the 
skyscrapers of Sukhumvit. Guests sit on 
red leather sofas, the long counter of the 
bar is bathed in red light and the “long ta-
ble” itself, at which a good 100 people can 
fi nd a seat, also shines out red in the night. 
The food is OK, the wine list good and the 
in-house DJ very good indeed, always fi n-
ding exactly the right sound at the right vo-
lume for a sultry Bangkok night.

At fi rst sight, the Bed Supperclub looks as 
if a shiny white space shuttle has landed 
in side street Number 11 off Sukhumvit 
Road. Inside, it contains a restaurant with 
a futuristic array of mattresses all as white 
as a Nordic winter landscape.
